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CONCLUSION OF DAY ONE OF HEARING
MRS FOGGO-SIMON (WITNESS)
CHAIRWOMAN
Everyone, we will resume by calling, recalling Mrs. Foggo-Simon, so that we can conclude her evidence… And thank you.
Good afternoon, Mrs. Jean Foggo-Simon.  How are you this afternoon?

WITNESS

Fine, thank you.  Yes, thank you.
CHAIRWOMAN
I hope you enjoyed the break.
WITNESS

I did, yes.
CHAIRWOMAN
Wonderful, wonderful.  We have just one more question for you and then we will be able to conclude your evidence.
WITNESS

Okay.
CHAIRWOMAN
Yes.  Thank you.  Mr. Land Surveyor?
MR. STOVELL
Yes ma’am.  Hi Mrs. Foggo-Simon.  This is Quinton Stovell.  In your earlier submission you had mentioned about… and I’m just trying to get confirmation, or clarification…

WITNESS

Okay.

MR. STOVELL
About, I guess, a line of demarcation, or definition, as to where the Government acquisition stopped for the bases… And you have mentioned Chapel of Ease… So, if I understand that correctly, does that mean that everything to the east of Chapel of Ease was acquired with respect to the airport and base, and to the west was left alone?  Or how did that work?

WITNESS

That line of demarcation is – I’m not sure – you probably know where the old St David’s Road is?  The old way of going into St. David’s, okay?  The west end families were – were white – and the east end families, along that stretch where the Chapel of Ease road leads up to the church was totally divided, even though some of them were relatives.  So, back then, the blacks and the whites were separated that way.  And that line, from the east side of the Island – the property that was owned by Tommy Fox – stretched from that end over to St. George’s Harbour; but the line of demarcation is right there where that red letter box is on the St. David’s Island Road.  Is that making any sense to you?

MR. STOVELL
So far.  So, everything on the west remained as it was?  Is it safe to say that?
WITNESS

Yes, that is the – it’s safe to say that.

MR. STOVELL
Thank you.

WITNESS

That’s why there’s a lane that still goes right across, totally across, a little bit to the west of that letter box on the road – on St David’s Road.  That’s where Tommy Fox’s name is still on one of those old inlets that goes right into St. George’s Harbour.  It’s just that… People live down there, old houses… I don’t know how many – not too many, but it’s almost like non-existent.  You’d have to know where you’re going to find it.

So, that was his land as well as on the other side of the Island – by Southside, I should say – where the base is.

MR. STOVELL
Thank you very much.

CHAIRWOMAN
Mrs. …?
WITNESS

I think when you get the maps that I have here, it may be a little clearer to you. 
CHAIRWOMAN
Mrs. Foggo-Simon, speaking of separation:  In the early days was there a relationship between Tucker’s Town and St. David’s?  Was there any connection?
WITNESS

Yes, the original Foggo family came from Berwickshire in Scotland.  They were white and they were shipbuilders.  They lived on Tucker’s Town.  Their maid – there was their maid and their son… Um…

MR. STOVELL
Linked up?

WITNESS

Yes.  Yes, and they got pregnant and they were the family that they – they moved them out of Tucker’s Town over to the house that I talked about that my cousin and I tried to buy – over on the south side of St. David’s, by the beach.  They lived over there and that’s where my grandfather was born.

CHAIRWOMAN
Was there much socializing between the two areas?

WITNESS

Not that I know of.  I mean, I was only able to go back there not too long before it was revealed that the grave site was going to be demolished for the golf course.  So, I had never visited there.  And, because of the mixed marriage, they kept apart from each other.

CHAIRWOMAN
Okay.  Well, thank you very much, Mrs. Foggo-Simon.

WITNESS

You’re welcome.

CHAIRWOMAN
We certainly appreciate you and your evidence has been very, very helpful to us.

WITNESS

You’re welcome.

CHAIRWOMAN
Thank you, and good afternoon.
WITNESS

Okay, thank you.

CHAIRWOMAN
Thank you.

I wish – I’m going to ask that Counsel, on record, so that – or be shown up on the screen – but I wish the record to be corrected.  I said this morning that Mr. Quinton Stovell is a prominent quantity surveyor.  He’s, in fact, a land surveyor.  So, could all the records reflect that for me please?

Good afternoon Counsel.

SR. COUNSEL
Good afternoon Justice.

CHAIRWOMAN
We’re going to break now…

WITNESS

Can I go off?

CHAIRWOMAN
… until you resume in October and I just wanted you to be here with us.  Is there anything you wish to say?

SR. COUNSEL
Justice, I sent a couple of e-mails and I was going to suggest that we do have our customary meetings on Friday afternoon in order to…

CHAIRWOMAN
This Friday?

SR. COUNSEL
Yes.

CHAIRWOMAN
Okay.

SR. COUNSEL
In order to review the opinion – my opening statement – which is really an opinion, so, if the Commissioners have any questions, I asked Mrs. Tucker to give them a revised copy.  I made a few more editorial changes.  The substance hasn’t changed.

And also, perhaps, having a bit of a post mortem in light of the examination and developments today, because I think there are some lessons to be learned.

CHAIRWOMAN
Very good.  Well, thank you very much Counsel; and so we look forward to seeing you on Friday at 2:00 o’clock on Zoom.

SR. COUNSEL
Yes, I think we should.

CHAIRWOMAN
Okay.  I’m sure all members here, you’re able to be on that conference – all Commissioners, yes?  Thank you.

So, at least, that’s straightened.  We’ll see you on Friday.

SR. COUNSEL
Alright, thank you very much, and have a good day.

CHAIRWOMAN
Thank you.

JR. COUNSEL
Easy, Counsel.

CHAIRWOMAN
Thank you everyone here assisting us from Audio Visual Services and those who came in, to the listening audience as well as the – is it the stenographers, or the transcribers?

JR. COUNSEL
Yes.

CHAIRWOMAN
The transcribers.  Thank you for being here.

MRS. DYER-TUCKER
Electronic Services.

CHAIRWOMAN
I believe I did mention Electronic Services and, of course, thank the team.  Very well, thank you.
